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Regents Examinations

In 1996, the Regents acted to raise learning standards by requiring future students to demonstrate competence for
graduation using Regents examinations, rather than the lower-level Regents competency tests (RCTs). All general-
education students who entered ninth grade in the fall of 1996 were required to score 65 or higher (55 if approved by
the local school board) on the Regents examination in comprehensive English to earn a local diploma. General-
education students who entered ninth grade in the fall of 1997 are required to score 65 or higher (55 if approved by
the local school board) on the Regents examination in comprehensive English and on a Regents examination in
mathematics. The number of Regents examinations required for graduation has increased with each succeeding
freshman class. Added requirements for the freshman class of 1998 were the Regents examinations in global history
and geography and U.S. history & government. The freshman class of 1999 has to also pass a Regents examination
in science.

Data were collected to assess the progress that students are making toward meeting new graduation requirements for
their cohort. The following charts show the percentage of cohort members in component districts who scored 55-
100 and 65-100 on each Regents examination after four years. The data include results for students with disabilities.
